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Daniel 12:1-13
The Rest of the Explanation/Vision (12:1-7)

· “At that time” (v1)

· What time?

· “Michael the great prince who stands 
guard over the sons of your people” (v1)

· “There will be a time of distress such as never occurred…” (v1)

· What period of time is this describing?

· “…since there was a nation until that time” (v1)

· “Everyone who is found written in the book will be rescued” (v1) 

· cf. Rev 20:11-15

· “Many of those who sleep in the ground dust will awake, these to everlasting life, but the others to disgrace and everlasting contempt” (v2)

· “Those who have insight… and those who lead many to righteousness” (v3)

· Who are those people?

· “Seal up the book until the end time” (v4)
· Did Daniel do this? To what “end time” is he referring?

· “I heard the man dressed in linen who was above the waters… swore… that it would be for a time, times, and half a time.” (v7)
· cf. Dan 7:8, 25; Rev 11:2

· “When the shattering of the power of the holy people comes to an end all these things will be completed” (v7)

Daniel’s Reaction (12:8-13)

· “I heard but could not understand” (v8)
· “What will be the outcome of these things?” (v8)
· What is he asking here and what answer does he get? Cf. v9-13
· “Many will be purged, purified and refined, but the wicked will act wickedly; and none of the wicked will understand, but those who have insight will understand.” (v10) 

· cf. Rev 13:18; 22:11
· “From the time that the regular sacrifice is abolished and the abomination of desolation is set up is 1290 days.” (v11)

· “How blessed is he who keeps waiting and attains to the 1335 days” (v12)

· “You will enter into rest and rise for your allotted portion at the end of the days.” (v13)
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What is the final and comforting promise to Daniel?
