Literary Devices
Hebrew poetry employs many literary devices, especially acrostic, anadiplosis, ellipsis, repetition, inclusio, alliteration, assonance, simile, metaphor, paronomasia, and onomatopoeia.

1) Standardized Phrases or Paired Synonyms
Standardized phrases or paired synonyms are common in Hebrew poetry. 

2) Acrostic
Acrostic refers to the poetic practice of opening each line, verse, or stanza with a different letter of the alphabet. 

3) Alliteration
Alliteration is the phenomenon of repetition of similar  sounds at the beginning of words.

4) Apostrophe
Apostrophe results from a development of personification. 

5) Assonance
Assonance is the phenomenon of repeating similar sounds within words. 

6) Chiasm
Chiasm changes the order of the members of a line and is a recurring literary device

7) Ellipsis
Ellipsis is the phenomenon of leaving something out of the text that must be read into the colon from the context. The resultant ambiguity forces the reader to become involved with the text by choosing between two or more options.

8) Hendiadys
Hendiadys is a figure of speech in which two expressions are intended to be understood as one.

9) Hyperbole
Hyperbole or exaggeration creates a picture in the mind that shuns literalism. Semitic literature reveals an uncanny sense of literary exaggeration, and the OT is certainly not devoid of it.

10) Inclusio
Inclusio is a form of repetition. The beginning and end of the section (verse, strophe, or psalm) close the unit by the restatement of the same motif or words or by a contrastive statement.

11) Merismus
Merismus is a coordination of nominal phrases expressive of totality. 

12) Metonymy
Metonymy refers to meaning by association. (A related form is personification.) 

Rahab, the dragon, denotes Egypt in Psalm 87:4, where “Zion” is the mother of the nations (87:5). For other examples, see 47:9.

13) Onomatopoeia
Onomatopoeia describes a word whose sound creates the effect intended by the speaker. 

14) Paronomasia
Paronomasia is a play on words, or better, a use of two or more identical or similarly sounding words with different nuances in meaning. 

15) Repetition
Repetition is inherent in the concept of symmetry, in which words and phrases are repeated in the same, synonymous, or antonymous ways. Repetition is the most important element in Hebrew poetry, for by repetition the artist conveys symmetry and asymmetry, harmony and dissonance. The reader gradually learns to combine the pieces (synthesis) and to see more clearly the internal movement of the psalm. For this purpose the reader looks for repetition of key words or for Stichwörter (a repetition of a word or phrase connecting one part of the psalm with another part).

16) Synecdoche
Synecdoche is a figure of speech in which the part stands for the whole or the whole for the part.
