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Daniel 10:1-21a
Mourning the Vision (10:1-9)

· “In the third year of Cyrus king of Persia…” (v1)

· What all has happened since the 
last vision? (cf. Ezra 1; 3-5)

· “the message was true and great conflict and he 
understood the message and had understanding of the vision.” (v1)

· “In those days I, Daniel, was mourning for 3 weeks of days.” (v2)

· Note the switch to first person.

· Are these “weeks” the same time period as the “weeks” from chapter 9?

· Is he telling us how he received the vision mentioned in verse 1, or is he telling us what happened three weeks after the vision mentioned in verse one (which isn’t described)? (cf. v12)

· He fasts from food, water, and bathing for 21 days. (v3)

· “while I was on the bank of the great river, that is the Tigris” (v4)

· Which vision took place previously on a body of water? What body? (cf. ch 8)
· “Behold a man…” (v5)

· clothed in linen (v5)

· belt of gold Uphaz (either an unknown place known for its gold, or a word for “best gold”) (v5)

· body like beryl (yellow-green gemstone) (v6)

· face like lightning (v6)

· Eyes like flames (v6)

· Arms and feet gleaming like polished bronze (v6)

· Words sound like the sound of many (i.e. booming/loud) (v6) 
· Who might this man be?
· Jesus? (cf. Rev 1:12-17)

· Antiochus Epiphanes IV? (cf. the explanation of the vision in Ch 11)

· An unnamed angel? (cf. Dan 10:10-15)

· “I alone saw the vision… nevertheless a great dread fell on [the men with me] and they hid ran and hid themselves.” (v7)

· What was Daniel’s reaction to seeing the vision and hearing this man’s words? (v8-9)
A First Explanatory Visit (10:10-15)
· “Behold, a hand touched me and set me trembling on my hands and knees.” (v10)
· “He said to me” (v11)
· Who is the “he”? The one who touched him or the man from verses 5-6? Are they the same?
· “O Daniel, man greatly loved, understand the words I am about to tell you and stand up” (v11)

· “from the first day you set your heart on understanding and on humbling yourself before God, your words were heard, and I have come in response to your words.” (v12)

· “the prince of the kingdom of Persia was withstanding me for 21 days” (v13) 

· “prince” Hebrew: sar alt: “commander” “chief” “official” “representative” cf. Dan 1:7; 8:11

· Who is the “prince of the kingdom of Persia”? Is the word “prince” literal or figurative? If figurative, what is it figuring (what is its referent)?

· How long had Daniel been fasting? What does this tell us about God’s response to pour prayers?

· “behold, Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me, for I had been left there with the kings of Persia” (v13)

· Who is Michael? How do you know? (cf. Jud 9; Rev 12:7)

· “what will happen to your people in the latter days the vision pertains to the days yet to come” (v14)

A Second Explanatory Visit (10:16-21a)
· “Behold, one like a son of man was touching my lips” (v16)
· Who is the “one like a son of man”? (different words than in Dan 7:13) (cf. Ezek 2:1,3,6 etc.) (cf.Dan 8:17)(cf. Ps 80:17) 
· What does Daniel say to the one like a son of man? How does he treat him?

· “he said, ‘O man greatly loved, do not be afraid.” (v19)

· Who is the “he”? The one like the son of man? The one talking from verses 11-14? Are they the same person?

· “I shall return to fight against the prince of Persia… behold the prince of Greece is coming.” (v20)
· “But I will tell you what is inscribed in the book of truth…” (v21a)
