Revelation Trumpet Judgments 1-6 & Daniel’s 70 Weeks Prophecy Handout
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Trumpets:

Trumpets 1-6

· Hail and fire mixed with Blood; 1/3 earth burned up
· Fire mount in sea; 1/3 sea blood and died 
· Burning star from heaven; 1/3 fresh water spoiled 

· 1/3 sun moon and stars; eagle with 3 woes

· Apollyon falls to earth, opens abyss/ releases demons

· 4 angels with 200 million horsemen; 1/3 men die; survivors don’t repent

Trumpets Overview

· 4-3 pattern, same as seals
· First 4: Straightforward trumpet>Judgment, literal descriptions
· Trumpet 5: Abyss with smoke
· What comes from the abyss?
· What do these things do?
· Trumpet 6: 4 angels prepared for war
· Are these the same as the 4 horsemen? Why or why not?
· How are their horses described?
· What do these 4 angels, and their armies, do?
· ”The rest of mankind who were not killed by these plagues did not repent of the works of their hands, so as not to worship demons, and the idols… which can neither see nor hear nor walk, and they did not repent of their murders nor of their sorceries nor of their immorality nor of their thefts.” (9:20-21)
· What people groups are left on the earth?
· Why doesn’t anyone who is left repent?
Daniel’s 70 Weeks Prophecy (Daniel 9:24-27):
· Dan 9:1-19 – Daniel Prays for his people in response to Jeremiah 29
· Personally, confesses the corporate sin of Israel (for which they were taken to Babylon)
· “O lord hear! O lord, forgive! O Lord, listen and take action! For Your own sake, O my God, do not delay, because Your city and Your people are called by Your name!” 

· Gabriel appears to Daniel as he is praying (9:20-21)
· The prophecy
· “70 weeks (sevens) have been decreed for your people and your holy city, to finish the transgression, to make an end of sin, to make atonement for iniquity, to bring in everlasting righteousness, to seal up vision and prophecy, and to anoint the most holy.”
· For whom/what is this prophecy?
· What 6 things are the objective/end goal of this prophecy?
· “From the issuing of a decree to restore and rebuild Jerusalem until Messiah prince, seven weeks (sevens; i.e. 7x7=49) and sixty-two weeks (sevens; i.e. 7x62=434); it will be built again with plaza and moat even in times of distress.”
· To what decree is this referring? (cf. Nehemiah 2:3-8)
· Was Nehemiah’s rebuilding of the city in a ”time of distress”? (cf. Nehemiah 2:10-6:19)
· What day did Nehemiah receive this decree? March 5, 444BC
· 434+49=483 years x (360 days/year)= 173,880 days
· The triumphal entry took place on March 30, 33AD 
· “After the sixty-two weeks the Messiah will be cut-off and have nothing.” 
· i.e. Crucifixion

· “And the people of the prince who is to come will destroy the city and the sanctuary, and his end will come with a flood, even to the end there will be war, desolations are determined.” 
· Who is the “prince who is to come”? 
· Who are his “people”?
· What will they do? 
· “And he will make a firm covenant with the many for one week, and in the middle of the week he will put a stop to sacrifice and grain offering; and on the wing of abominations come the ones who make desolate, even unto complete destruction, one that is decreed is poured out on the one who makes desolate.”
· Who is the “he” who makes a firm covenant?
· How long is the covenant to last? 
· What will he do in the middle of the covenant?
· What is “the ones who makes desolate”?
· The Math
· 434+49=483 years x (360 days/year)= 173,880 days
· i.e. 173,880 days after the decree goes out = Messiah! 
· Mar 5, 444BC > Mar 5 33AD = 476 solar years (365.242 days)
· 476*365.242=173855.192...
· The triumphal entry took place on March 30, 33AD (Nisan 10) 
· Add 25 days between Mar 5, 33AD and Mar 30, 33AD
· 173855…+25= 173,880 days
